Range:
1) Equipment choice used for differing gestations and neonates individual needs. (humidity, oxygen, heating etc.)

2) Responsible for recording when equipment cleaned changed etc

3) Reporting problems faults etc.

Policies on infection control and decontamination of equipment
Accountability and responsibility to have appropriate equipment training

Trust procedures in the event of equipment failure, adverse incidents and servicing

Medical Devices Agency (MDA) National & Regional policies and procedures.

Assess individual as to which incubator will be appropriate either Drager 8000SC or 8000IC.
Drager 8000SC has ambient air temp and humidity facility only, Drager 8000IC includes these and has ambient oxygen facility and skin temperature probe facility.

	Visual Inspection
	Check incubator clean and assembled correctly, check for cracks and holes check hand ports are secure

	Ready and able to use

	Connect to mains supply and turn on. On/Off button located right hand side of panel
	Green LED light is lit. Incubator does self test and then goes to default temp setting 33

	Incubator begins to heat up

	Function Test 
Press check button
	This should be checked daily. All displays except power fail LED light will light up, warning tone sound. All displays will go blank and then reset to previous settings

	To check all displays and all alarms are functioning 

	Adjust working height
	Make sure all objects in area are able to accommodate the height adjustment Press foot pedals or buttons for up/down

	Gives optimum working position

	Decrease Temp
	Press button to left of set temp until desired temp obtained. The green LED light will not be lit as exceed temp. Green LED light flashes when temp reached 
	Temperature reduced

	Action

	Response
	Result

	Increase Temp
	Press buttons on right side of set temp to the desired temp. Green LED light is on and then flashes when desired temp achieved 
	Temperature Increased

	Change baby position to elevated
	End of incubator, orange wheel turn until desired height achieved
	Baby elevated


	To Commence humidity
	Control panel either at the end or middle displays 0. To commence press arrows at right side- increases from 0-10 (1-10%) release arrow button when desired value appears.

Add bottled water to chamber located at the back of the incubator 
	Humidity will increase

*Remember when humidity no longer required, remove water*

	To Commence oxygen
	Press 02 central button, LED green light on. Swivel out sensor, press cal button-yellow LED light appears- calibrated when yellow light disappears. Using arrow keys either side of set 02 increase or decrease as desired
	Baby receives ambient oxygen in the incubator


PLEASE REMEMBER THESE INCUBATORS NEED TO BE CHANGED AND CLEANED WEEKLY.
CLEANING DRAGER 8000 INCUBATORS
Use only cleaning disinfectants as per ward protocol

Switch off and remove plug from mains and any gas supply

Remove all assessories - ie hand port seals etc

Lower mattress tray to level, Clean outside of incubator inc draws pedals etc.
Open door

Push mattress tray back and then lift up and out.

Pull metal brackets out (which support bed). Tilt canopy back

Remove Base

Be careful not to burn yourself as could still be warm from use

Remove fan wheel

Empty water container

Disconnect hose or remove bottles and empty

When all clean, reassemble as above.
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
