	Visual Inspection
	Check Incubator clean and assembled correctly. Check for cracks holes check hand ports are secure
	Able to use

	Connect to mains supply and switch on. Button under central panel
	Unit performs self check and goes to default setting of 35
	Incubator now heating up

	Adjust height by using pedals
	Check all objects around are free from causing obstruction to height adjustment
	Gives optimum working position

	Key Lock
	Keeps all settings secure

	Increase/decrease temperature
	Press unlock key pad. Press air key pad use

 key  to either Increase/decrease air temp. Press Home Press lock key pad. Rotating wheel indicates air mode is active, set temp in middle, incubator temp on the left
	Temperature will adjust to new setting

	Tilt baby
	Rotate blue knob at head of incubator to suitable height
	Baby’s position is elevated

	Xray Draw
	Open Incubator door, place mattress flat pull draw out, place slide middle of tray

	Easy use of taking xray minimal disturbance for neonate

	To commence humidity
	Press lock pad, press humidity key, Press on. Adjust humidity to new setting using    keys
Rotating wheel indicates the humidity control mode is active, check water level in chamber by pulling chamber (left of the control panel) Press home, press lock.
	Baby receives humidity

	To Stop humidity
	Unlock key pad. Press humidity, Press off. Press Home. Press Lock. Remove any remaining water from chamber
	Humidity stops

	To calibrate 02 to room air (21%)
	Plug 02 cable to wall gas, unlock key pad. Press oxygen. Press calibration, slide sensor out. When finished screen will say cal passed, slide sensor back in, press 02 key to increase oxygen to level required. Rotating whell indicates 02 mode is active. Press home, press lock
	Baby receives required amount of oxygen.

	To Weigh Infant
(Check all IV Lines tubing,leads,toys etc are lifted off mattress and the mattress is flat)
	Unlock key pad
Press weight display, Lift baby, if not zero press O/T key and wait till zero appears. Message to place baby down, the weight sample bar fills and weight appears on screen. Press store Press home, Press lock
	Baby has been weighed with minimal disturbance.

CLEANING DRAGER ISOLETTE C200
Switch off and unplug from mains supply

Disconnect any gas cables

Clean only using disinfectants as per ward protocol

Open incubator door, remove all hand ports/ assesories etc

Remove mattress and Xray tray, clean outside of incubator, inc draws etc
Remove weigh scales - disconnect scale sensor cable, remove cable from clamps that hold to the incubator

Lift scale and mattress tray out

Remove mattress tilt bars

Remove main deck

Remove heater/impeller cover - be careful may be hot

When cool remove heater/impeller and pull impeller off  motor shaft

Remove humidity tray
Remove the air intake microfilter cover by loosening the two thumbscrews

When cleaned re-assemble as above.

· For IMS covers install the smaller cover over the inner ring of the port housing, then fold back and slip the larger elastic band over the outer ring - rotate to close the ring.
Always checks for cracks or tears and replace if required.
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
