This teaching package incorporates the competency for new staff and existing staff training records.

Performance criteria:

a) Identifies appropriate safe use of relevant pieces of equipment to care for the neonate. 

b) Ability to assess and evaluate equipment needs required to sustain to the care of the neonate.

c) Responsibility to communicate with team members for help and advice in the event of equipment failure, repair and service.

d) Contributes to maintaining accurate records of all equipment and devices used in accordance legal and organisational requirements.

Range:

1) Equipment choice used for differing gestations and neonates individual needs. (humidity, oxygen, heating etc.)

2) Responsible for recording when equipment cleaned changed etc

3) Reporting problems faults etc.

Policies on infection control and decontamination of equipment
Accountability and responsibility to have appropriate equipment training

Trust procedures in the event of equipment failure, adverse incidents and servicing

Medical Devices Agency (MDA) National & Regional policies and procedures.

Assess this equipment is appropriate for the neonates needs and individual care needs.

Ohmeda Giraffe incubator can also be used as overhead heater for ease of IV line insertion and other procedures. Ambient oxygen, air and humidity temperature and skin temperature features, infant weighing minimising infant disturbance/over handling.

Instructions for use

	Visual inspection
	Check clean and assembled correctly, No cracks, holes or gaps. Check hand ports are secure and closed. Check base secure, not wobbling
	Safe and able to use

	Connect to mains supply and switch power on Main button at back and standby button located on the panel
	All displays and indicator lights, self test in progress. Prompt tone begins, adjust temp control and mode to silence tone
	Incubator heats up

	Increase/decrease Air mode fan LED is lit bottem1/3 of left control panel
	Air mode is increased by arrow buttons on left, set temp displayed at bottem (small numbers)
Actual temp displayed above in larger numbers

If air temp needs to be above 37, Press>37 key to adjust. If baby has skin probe attached the baby temp will also be displayed
	Incubator adjusts to new setting

	Temp control in baby mode - attach skin probe and connect to jack on panel
* 2 probes can be used for nursing twins together Jack 2 display isright hand corner of the display
	Baby mode indicator lights, 2 values are shown, upper third display Larger numbers- actual baby temp, smaller number- set baby temp 
To adjust set baby temp use arrow keys

To increase temp >37 use >37 key. Whilst using this mode, the air temp will also be displayed at the bottom.
	Allows monitoring of baby temperature

	Air boost curtain
Located left hand corner of display
	If doors have been left open, this button will increase fan speed which improves open door thermal performance - automatically switches off after 20 mins
	Keeps baby temp stable

	Radiant Heater
	When canopy fully up, radiant heater comes on automatically, use arrow keys increase or decrease heat If canopy not fully up will need to switch radiant heater on manually
If baby has skin probe this will be displayed as well as radiant heat temp
	Baby remains warm when canopy up

	Height adjust use foot pedals
	Use foot pedals to achieve required height
	Improved working position, adjust for parental viewing

	To open canopy
	1) Press foot pedal - automatically takes canopy to full height.
2) 2)Button at both sides of incubator at back will take the canopy up in small degrees
	Baby more accessible for procedures/cares etc
Ensure radiant heater in use to keep baby warm (see above)

	Tilt Baby
	Tilt release button is at the head of the bed, pinch it to release with one hand whilst holding the mattress to control the level of tilt needed with the other hand
	To alter baby position

	To start humidity
	Using knobs at right side activate the options on the screen, scroll down till you reach humidity icon and press
Turn knob to achieve the correct % of humidity required then press to enter new setting. Set humidity is displayed in small numbers, actual humidity is in larger numbers
	Humidity increases

	Filling and refilling water chamber
	Grasp chamber in the middle and pull/tilt down, the reservoir will open to allow filling of the chamber fill to max level and close
	Ensures water level appropriate to allow humidity function 


Accessory Options:
These are located on the display.

Using knob move to the icon required and press.

Help options gives menu - Alarms
                                           Controls - identifies various buttons

                                           Operations - lists basic procedures/functions

                                           Done/Exit

Time- can time the procedure, can add apgar tone which alarms every 5 mins

Trend- shows data for up to 96 hours of trends - humidity/temperature
Comfort Zone- (face and thermometer) Reference screen for calculating suggested temperature ranges. Put in data, age, weight, gestation and it calculates a range for their temperature.

Oxygen - calibration is set up from set up options this takes 5 mins. When finished, select 02 and press button, set 02 required and press to select new setting. Small numbers are the set 02, larger numbers are the actual oxygen readings.

Humidity- Select Humidity icon and press. Adjust knob to increase or decrease humidity, press knob to enter new setting. Set humidity in small numbers, actual humidity in larger numbers. 

Remember to Select Done/Exit after each setting 

Weigh Scales -  Select scales icon and press button. Select weight an audio prompt sounds for you to lift baby ( make sure all leads/lines/toys etc are not touching mattress and the mattress is flat), Lift baby then it will say to place baby on the mattress. Weight will be displayed, select trend to plot weight. Select Done/exit.

Rotate Mattress/Tray  

Make level, open both sides, pull tray out and rotate 90 degrees to achieve improve access.

Xray Tray

Open door on right side, tray located in mattress tray.

Lights

One light at left hand side, has two levels of brightness,  helps to see when doing procedures.

This incubator needs changing and cleaning every two weeks

CLEANING GIRAFFE OHMEDA INCUBATOR
Use correct cleaning disinfectant according to ward protocol.

Turn off power supply and unplug from mains disconnect any gas supply

Unplug any patient probes

Remove arm port hole seals, rubber seals etc

Clean the incubator outside from top to bottom including draws and pedals.

Open side door, remove the inner wall, push out on the tabs on the back of door latches to release the top of the wall. Rotate the inner wall down until it slides directly out.

Remove side doors by pushing in, on either side spring loaded buttons and lift door out.

Remove mattress pad, Remove clear plate under mattress. Remove Xray tray by sliding it out .

Centre the translation deck, lift up out of chasis.

Separate the rotating bed from translation deck by leaning over and squeezing the two spring latches, located at  centre of the bed. (see picture 1)
To remove tilt platform, the sliding finger pocket and the tab at the head of the bed need to be pulled in together to release the tilt screw ball. Next the tabs on either side of the platform need to be released so the platform can be lifted out of the bed. (see picture 2)
To Remove humidifier pan, grasp, pull out and down
